Requirements for presentations: 
- Presentations should last no longer than 10 minutes, with ~5-10 minutes for discussion
- The conference programme will be announced once the papers submitted for the conference have been selected. The selection of conference presentations is open until the end of registration. All authors will be informed of the status of their papers by 31 March 2024 at the latest. 
Requirements for poster presentations:
- Content: the presentation must include the following elements: title, information about the presenter (name, surname; institution represented; contact details - email), description of the problem, methodology, results obtained and conclusions, list of references.
- Format: A1 format (594 x 840 mm), portrait orientation.
- We recommend that the report is presented with as little text as possible and with more visual information (tables, figures, etc.). We suggest that the titles of the report itself (recommended size 100 pt) and of the sub-topics (recommended size 50 pt) are written in capital letters. The rest of the text should be of sufficient size and easy to read (25 pt size recommended, with at least one line spacing). We recommend that only text elements of particular importance are bolded, italicised or underlined. Abbreviations should be avoided in the text.
- Poster presentations should be hung in the designated place before the start of the conference. 
Article requirements:
Articles can be written in Lithuanian and English. The length of the article is up to 5000 words, up to 10 A4 pages.
Text format: MS Word, Times NewRoman font; margins: top and bottom 2 cm, left 3 cm, right 1,5 cm. Indentation 1 cm. Text is indented 1 pt.
The deadline for submission of articles is 30 June 2024.
Article structure:
- Title of the article (14 pt, centred, bold).
- Author's name (12 pt, centred, bold).
- Institution represented, e-mail address (12 pt centred).
- Abstract (12 pt, up to 150 words).
- Keywords: 12 pt, up to 5 keywords or phrases, separated by semicolons.
- Introduction (12 pt, 100-150 words).
- Literature overview (12 pt , 700-1500 words).
- Research methodology (12 pt, 150-250 words).
- Results (12 pt, 700-1500 words).
- Conclusions (12 pt, 150-250 words).
